The Montgomery County Archives served as a majarcoof primary materials for the PhD
dissertation of Jeremy Sullivan, who is writing abthe transition of the Montgomery County
Public Schools from post World-War Il to their peasform. With Jeremy's assistance, and the
resources of Alan Rough at the University of ManglaNon-Print Media Department, we have
digitized approximately 20% of the Office of Publidormation radio programs that describe
current issues facing Montgomery County Governnirettie 1970's and 1980's. The Archives
also provided research assistance to County Costtadflseeking photographs of the Council,
Parks and Planning staff researching historicadgmation sites, and the local geotechnical
consultants who use aerial photographs for enviental impact studies. The MCHS archivist
has worked to consolidate the backlog of unproackesstections and develop a list of resources
that may be made available to researchers in thefature.
