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Montgomery Connections is a multi-lingual education
initiative of the Montgomery County Historical Society.
Designed to take history out of the museum and into the
community, the goal of Montgomery Connections is to
reach audiences traditionally overlooked by local history
organizations and to help all county residents connect with
the history around them. For this reason, the entire project
is presented in three languages - English, Spanish, and
Chinese. The cornerstone of the project is a series of
banners set to travel around the county. Each banner
focuses on a small piece of county history, told from the
perspective of a local individual who experienced a specific
historic era or event. Each banner topic/story is tied to
audio content that can be accessed by calling prerecorded
phone messages or by Vi si
(www.montgomeryconnections.org). By visiting the website
audiences will also have the opportunity to learn more
about each character as well as the general historic themes
featured on the banners. Again, the audio and web
components are presented in all three languages 1 English,
Spanish, and Chinese. Smaller versions of the banners can
also be seen in Ride-On Bus shelters throughout the county
as well as in several local English, Spanish, and Chinese
language  newspapers. Montgomery  Connections  is
scheduled to continue through 2011 with a total of 12
banner topics being developed over the course of the
project.
